Nature Notebook

Do as a Family

Child to write down the date of the nature
outing and draw a symbol for the weather in
their Nature Notebook. They should also write
down the names of the birds identified.

Using a size 8 paint brush, ask child to
brushdraw the underlying shapes of the two
birds. Use the photographs and feathers as
reference.Then use the size 6 paint brush to
paint in smaller details.

Finally, child to write down one label or fact
next to each bird painting.

Paste collected feathers into your Nature
Notebooks.

Ask your children to name and verbally
describe the two birds.
